The Bill contains provisions to 
change the way in which migrants in 
the UK may become as British 
citizens (naturalise).  The Bill is 
expected to be considered by MPs 
next month, so now is an important 
time for writing to your 
constituency MP, or (better) visiting 
him or her at the MP’s surgery, in 
order to persuade MPs of changes to 
the Bill that should be made.
